· The annual BelSACI award consists of a prize of € 1000.
· The winner of this award is selected on the basis of an original research contribution to medical sciences in allergy, asthma and clinical immunology, submitted as an abstract and orally presented (in English) at the annual BelSACI meeting.
· The abstract and the lecture can be based either on unpublished results or on work published within 2 years from the date of the award.
· There is no restriction on the nationality of the recipient.

· The award is normally made to one individual
· The competition for the annual BelSACI prize is restricted to BelSACI members up to 40 years of age. Applicants who are not member of the BelSACI should apply for membership at the time of submission of the abstract. Membership is free up to 35 years.
Selection process

A call for abstracts is circulated to relevant university departments, learned societies, research institutions and BelSACI members. All abstracts go through a refereeing process, and three of them will be selected for oral presentation at the annual BelSACI meeting. The selection is made by the BelSACI Board members (excluding those who are candidates for the prize). The final decision will be made by the jury members at the annual meeting and will be based on both the quality of the research and the quality of the presentation.

Abstracts

The abstract should be in English and the body text should be maximum 250 words. The abstract should contain the following sections: title, authors, introduction, methods, results, conclusion, and the contact address of the presenting author (affiliation, address, phone number and e-mail).

The first author should be the applicant for the price and the one who will present the data orally. Lectures by other authors than the applicant will not be eligible for the prize.
